Frequently Asked Questions

Can you recommend a guitar and amplifier?

The Yamaha Pacifica is a fairly safe bet for an entry level guitar with a small marshal or fender practice amp, this package should come in at around £200. If you want something better, you can’t go wrong with an American Fender Stratocaster and a Fender Blues Junior valve amp, this is what I use. 
How often should I come for Lessons?

Most of my students come once a week especially as a beginner, perhaps once every 2 weeks for a more experienced player
How much practice do I need to do?
A little and often is the key. I would expect a beginner to practice around 30-40 minutes a day, 5 or 6 days a week. A more advanced player might practice 1-2 hours a day, and an aspiring professional would probably practice over 2 hours a day.
As a beginner, do I need to start on an acoustic and move onto electric?

Not really, you can start learning on an electric, in fact it’s probably better because electrics typically use lighter strings and lower actions (distance from strings to fret board) so they are easier to play.
Can you recommend any Fx pedals?

Ibanez tube screamer or Pro co Rat for distortion, Vox Wah. You can get a lot fx for your money with a mulit-effects unit but they don’t really sound the same.
